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• STOP AT LEAST ONE BIG STEP away 
BEFORE going into a driveway.

• Look and listen for cars.
• Look left, right, and left again to make 

sure cars aren’t entering the driveway.

Parking lots can be one of the most dangerous 
places for young children to enter.  However 
families must navigate them on a near daily basis 
for school, shopping, or religious/community 
services.  Even with the other tips in this activity 
book and the prevalence of back-up cameras in 
vehicles, children and families should be aware of 
other dangerous factors in parking lots such as:

• Driver distraction (looking for a perfect spot 
or other in-vehicle distractions)

• Blind zones created by neighboring 
vehicles with a higher profi le

• Reckless drivers
• Parking lot congestion (both 

pedestrian and vehicular)

Children with special needs can also be especially 
vulnerable to the dangers of a parking lot due to 
issues such as limited impulse control, diffi culty 
understanding consequences, processing delays, 
limited vision or mobility challenges.
