TIPS FOR SCHOOL BUS SAFETY

wHEN WAITING ON AND RIDING THE 

SCHOOL BUS, REMEMBER THESE TIPS:

Dress appropriately:

wear light, bright, refl ective clothing 

AND Don’t wear a hood SO YOU CAN 

SEE and be seeN IN TRAFFIC.

While waiting at the bus stop:

WAIT UNTIL the school bus AND OTHER 

TRAFFIC HAS STOPPED before stepping 

out onto the road. Never run after the 

school bus ONCE IT HAS LEFT THE STOP!

remember ‘5 and 5’: While waiting on or 

exiting the bus, stay 5 giant steps away 

from the street and/or the bus.

don’t play around while waiting for the bus.

AVOID DISTRACTIONS:

listening to your music player or 

playing handheld video games may lead 

to potential injury. Put it down!

Don’t pick up anything you drop near 

the bus. The driver may not see you. 

Instead, ask the driver for help.

Stay away from the bus wheels at all 

times - the driver cannot see you.
